Gardening Tip

You probably have noticed how many lady bugs tlaeeethis summer! They are happily munching on the
aphids, soft-bodied, light green insects that shekplant juices from roses and other perenniagyét rid of
the aphids without hurting the lady bugs, hit theith a strong jet of water from your hose. That wilock off
most of them, and they won't be able to climb bagkThen, apply and water in a systemic insectiamdend
the base of the plants to get the ones that dighhosed off. (A systemic is called that becats@iks in the
plant's system.) Systemics are great to use omspdditacked by sucking insects, like aphids. Tkedticide is
taken up by the plants, and when aphids bite méat they get a mouthful of poison, which killsrthe
Systemics are very effective!

Several of you have asked why we don't recommenitiZimg lawns in the summer. When the temperature
rises to 85 degrees or higher, grasses go dorstaptgrowing and go into a survival mode. They twaht to
exert any energy during a hot spell, just like peagho want to find a shady spot and relax witloal crink on
a hot day! You probably have noticed that the gsasis growing, and you don't have to mow it duarigeat
wave. Well, if you apply fertilizer during a hotedf you really confuse and stress the grass. &tdizer tells
the grass to grow, but the grass just wants to éiudé&wn and survive the heat, and not grow! Be suveater
it, though, but don't feed it until mid-August betearliest.
